Minutes from 6/2/2011 meeting reviewed and approved with brief correction.
Report from Jennifer Williams and Jennifer Yaar regarding meeting with Linda Chase:
-MASSPAC membership cost will be paid by LPS.
-SEPAC has been invited to have a presence on new LPS website including calendar function and editing/updating rights.  Training from Tom Platti pending.
-As a follow-up to the consultation report from the District Management Council, Linda Chase is spearheading an effort to gain consistency and empirical validation across the district for the questions of who needs services and what level of services are needed.  There will be three committees, roughly broken down as: 1) eligibility and disability definitions 2) service delivery 3) district-wide programs.  Parent participation is sought.   There will be follow-up with SEPAC re: recruiting parent involvement after the structure and schedule of the committees has been determined by LPS.
Next, the meeting schedule for 2011-2012 was discussed.  9/15 Sibling Support, 10/6 Executive Function. 11/3 Joe Moldover  on Neuropsychological Testing.  December  Paul  Ash and Linda Chase.  January Emergency Preparedness, February Introduction to Special Education (Holly to clarify), March Transitions (Holly to clarify), April Self-advocacy (Jenn Y will reach out to other sepacs for collaborating),  May- organizing paperwork (Jenn Y to follow up).   Schedule will be updated on website as meeting dates and details are confirmed.  Plan for additional meeting scheduling FCSN Basic Rights workshop (Jenn W).
Next, the revised parent letter was reviewed.  Agreed to send out in early September with Basic rights mailing Student services sends out to all families of students with an IEP. Suggested donation in letter increased.  Added section with detailed opportunites for volunteering.  Letter will be reviewed by Larry Belvin and Jennifer Williams before submission to Linda Chase.  Copy of letter will also be posted on Lexsepac website.  
Final topic of discussion was the possible creation of a special education PTA.  Currently, the sepac is not a non-profit.  If we created a PAC PTA, it would be a 5013c.  Connecticut and California have several special education PTAs.  Maryann Stewart, Lexington School Committee member is encouraging and has offered to assist in working with the Massachusetts PTA to create a Lexington Special Education PTA.  Voice vote at meeting to proceed on development of a PTA.  Jenn Williams will follow-up.
