What is the SEPAC?
The PAC is a mandated organization under the current Massachusetts Special Education Regulations and is tasked with “advising the district on matters that pertain to the education and safety of students with disabilities; meeting regularly with school officials to participate in the planning, development, and evaluation of the school district's special education programs.”  
The PAC is a group of parents and care providers dedicated to providing the community with information specifically targeted to the educational development of children with special needs.  We are also a support network and sounding board for families of children with special needs.  We work together to facilitate communications between families and the administrators and staff members of the Lexington Public Schools. 
Meetings, Listservs, Etc:
Most of our meetings are held on the First Thursday of each month in Room 147 (the Library Media Room) at Lexington High School (LHS) from 7:30 to 9:30 PM. 
Our first meeting will be held on September 1, 2011 and is titled “Executive Function Strategies across the Grades: A Systematic Approach”.  The second  will be a presentation from Mass Sibling Support Network on October 6, 2011. We will have time at both meetings to network and make helpful connections. 

In December, Dr. Paul Ash and other members of the leadership team will be speaking to the PAC about developments in the Lexington Public Schools that are of particular interest to us, including an update on the recent findings of the District Management Counsel (DMC) on special education services in Lexington, and the administration’s plans for addressing the findings from that report. Look for an email announcement with more details about this meeting.
